Peter Smith School Class Requirements

CLASS DRESS CODE- Students are required to wear the following to all classes:
· skirts, skorts, shorts (inseam should be no shorter then 4 inches) or leggings;

· a t-shirt or short sleeved shirt – ( NO spaghetti straps, halter tops, midriffs,  necklines cut below the collar bone or inappropriate decorations);
· Socks and appropriate dance shoes* are required to participate in any class;   Please arrive 5 minutes early and make sure shoes are tied properly in double knots.
· Hair (including bangs) should be tied back neatly off the face.
· NO GUM CHEWING

*Please check with teachers for approved suppliers/brands of Irish dance shoes (there are many imitations out there which are not appropriate for Irish dancers)
ATTENDANCE: Consistency is the key to success. Please attend classes on a regular basis. You must contact your teacher(s) directly regarding obtaining material missed due to an absence. 
DANCEOUTS: All championship level dancers must be available to perform in our St. Patrick’s Day danceouts – especially the weekends before and after 3/17.
PRIVATE LESSONS: Private lessons are available to dancers attending regular classes 2 or more times per week whose tuition/fees are paid up-to-date. The rate is $60 per hour (plus studio rental if applicable). Dancers are only allowed to take private lessons from teachers of the Peter Smith School. 
THE PETER SMITH SCHOOL FEIS: We sponsor our own feis the 4th Sunday of June each year.  We do require all of our families to attend and help the various committees on feis day so that we have a successful event.
